Instead of a vow of poverty, | will take a vow of
simplicity. | will limit my material wealth to those
things that | need for ministry and daily life.

Instead of a vow of celibacy, | will take a vow of
fidelity or “living with gentleness of manner toward
everyone,” especially toward one’s spouse and
family. Because of the scattered nature of the
community, its founders realized that without the
regular support of other brothers and sisters it was
irresponsible and impractical to demand celibacy.

| will take a vow of obedience, just as in traditional
monastic orders. This obedience is first and foremost
to God but includes respect to the abbess of the
community, my prioress (local jurisdictional leader,
based in Cincinnati), to my priest (Rev. Helen of St.
Raphael’s) and my boss/pastor (Pastor Mark).

Now he is a medical doctor, and wants to help his
home community by serving over 3,000 patients in a mobile
medical clinic in Ranquitte, a remote village in the moun-
tains of northern Haiti with a surrounding population of
26,000 people. There are no medical facilities in Ranquitte,
. other than two small

' under-equipped clinics
with nurses and one
physician. An already
dire situation has be-
come much worse due

® to the recent political
unrest and price gouging
throughout the country.
Johnson has assembled a team of medical school graduates
and students, as well as a dozen other physicians and nurs-
es, to work from July 15 to 20, 2019. This team will travel
from Port-au-Prince to Ranquitte by bus, a journey of about
four hours. They will pay a small fee to stay in local homes,
thereby infusing the community with some money. For five
days, the team will screen patients for chronic diseases,
create a database for follow-up at regional hospitals, and
host training sessions for the local population. Some of the
supplies they need include antibiotics and other medica-
tions, as well as vitamins, dressings for wounds, gloves, sy-
ringes, antiseptics, and other basic medical necessities. If
you wish to donate, please contact Pat Mundt or Sherri
Greer.
